Saturday 11th May 2024
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The event is being held entirely within the confines of Bramham Park. The teams should arrive before 09:30 at the site of District Camp, access via Terry Lugg. Access point at SE402421 and meeting point SE411422.
The challenge will consist of a day's hiking interspersed with incidents (approximately 8½ miles). During the day competitors will be required to carry a day sack containing appropriate equipment (see kit list below).

Teams will start at different incident/check points, these will be allocated at the start. They will need to be transported to their incident start points once the check in and initial briefing have taken place.

Following the activities, the teams will be transported or walk to the finish (depending how far they get – they don’t have to complete the full route if they run out of time). The finish will be back at the start point. Refreshments will then be provided followed by the awards presentation ceremony, which will take place at approximately 17:30.

The cost of the event will be £5.00 per team member; this will go towards the running of the event, providing an event woggle and the food and refreshments at the finish Payment will be preferred by direct transfer (cheques are acceptable), please contact Ann Hill for details – treasurer@wetherbydistrictscouts.org.uk. Cheques should be made payable to Wetherby District Scout Council.
Could you please ensure that you notify us of any special dietary requirements when entering your teams?

Each team should ideally consist of 4 members, a minimum of 4 and a maximum of 5. Each team will be provided with an extract from the up-to-date colour copy of the 1:25,000 Ordnance Survey map (Explorer Map 289 - Leeds covers the entire route). The provided map will not be to an exact scale, approximate scale will be 1:12,500.
Each team will be expected to come with a creative mascot which should be made from a can of food i.e. baked beans or tinned tomatoes. The can should be unopened and decorated (points will be awarded for the best decorated team mascot). All teams will take a photo with their mascot at each incident checkpoint. If any participants do not have photo permissions, please ensure they have included it on their form and accommodations will be made. All cans will be donated to the Wetherby Food Bank, which is the Wetherby District Youth Teams chosen charity, after the event so keep the label on the can.
A minimum kit list and a digital parent's permission form is included. Please arrange completion as appropriate. Teams must submit the permission form digitally prior to the event (if digital submission is not possible, please contact me about this as soon as possible) Competitors who haven’t supplied the appropriate information or turns up not properly equipped may not be allowed to take part. 
Members of teams must be Scout age and a regular member of a troop on the day of the event. 
We need ideas and staff for the incidents. Please come up with incidents suitable for Scouts that should last no more than 15 minutes. We need to have the numbers of teams and adults plus the proposals for incidents by Friday 26th April as we will be carrying out our final planning between then and the pre-event Zoom Meeting. As a rule of thumb, troops should provide 1 incident per 2 teams entered.

There will be a Zoom “meeting” on Monday 13th May at 19:00 to finally update Leaders and other adults on the details of the event and answer any outstanding questions.
